 This book project has six parts:

1.  You are to read a biography or autobiography about a person of your choice (approximately 60 pages or more).  You may use additional resources (internet, magazines, etc.) if you feel you need more information to complete the project.
2.  You are to write a three to five minute speech that you can make to your class where you pretend to be this person and introduce yourself to the class.  The written speech will not be turned in to me.  It is for your reference only.  Your grade comes from the oral presentation of the speech (You will not be able to read your speech to the class.  You must have it memorized.  You may use one 3x5 index card to remind you of pertinent points during your speech if you need it).  Your speech should include relevant information about who you are pretending to be, what "you" have done with your life, an explanation of what artifact you've brought to class (see #4), and why "you" are worth knowing.  Basically, you should tell us everything you'd want to know about this person if you were able to personally speak with him or her for three to five minutes.
3.  You are to dress up as this person when you give your speech. This may include wearing a certain style of clothing, wearing a particular jacket, choosing a few accessories to put on with your regular clothes, applying make up in a particular fashion, fixing your hair a certain way, etc.  You do not have to buy a bunch of stuff.  Use what you already have, what you can borrow, or what you can pick up for just a couple of dollars.  Do not drive your parents crazy trying to put this together.  
4.  You are to hand-make an artifact that is relevant to this person's life, bring it with you the day of your speech, and include an explanation of the item in your speech.  A portion of the artifact may be store bought, but most of it must be made by you.  For instance, make a papier-mâché soccer ball if you're Mia Hamm, make a stethoscope with rubber tubes and scrap items from around the house if you're a doctor, bake a cake if you're a cook--yum!  Be creative.  See me if you have any questions.
5.  You are to write and submit an MLA Works Cited page listing the book(s) that you read and any other sources that you used (movie, internet, encyclopedia, etc).  Proper MLA format must be precisely followed in order to get full credit for this part of the project.  See p R25 and R26 in the back of your textbook, look at the Greer Middle School Independent Learning skills handbook, or ask me for help (before the week the project is due) to get help with the MLA citations. 
6. You are to complete one hour of community service in honor of the person you are representing. Here are some ideas: If your person is a teacher/scholar, than tutor someone younger than you for an hour. If they are a cook, make a meal for someone. If they are a singer, volunteer to sing in a nursing home. Make a card for a soldier and send it out, if your person is military or artistic. If your person is political, write a letter to a senator or representative to help a good cause. The possibilities are endless! Have Fun!
